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Canterbury Tales Team Project: Find and Share a Tale

******** DUE: Wednesday, February 22nd *********
Directions: With a partner, you will need to read ONE of Chaucer’s tales, complete the learning activities for the tale, and present it to the class!

I. Prepare handouts for class with the following information - information should fit on one sheet of paper (typed, single-spaced)):

1. Title (pilgrim’s name) + picture

2. **Research historical context for the tale as you deem necessary.**

3. Include specific quotes, phrases about your pilgrim:

a. Physical characteristics, clothing, accessories

b. Experiences, personality traits

4. Brief summary of tale

a. Who are the main characters of the tale? Describe each one briefly. 
5. Social class of pilgrim?

a. Chaucer’s inferences about this person?

b. How does s/he uphold the proper values of this social position?

c. Vices and/or virtues?
6. Where does the tale fit into the whole work of The Canterbury Tales? (Be sure to discuss the significance of the tale’s placement within the framework of the tales.)

7. Name & explain purpose/theme of the tale? To teach a lesson? To entertain? To be a sermon?

a. What do you think Chaucer is criticizing through this tale?

8. Literary and rhetorical devices, satire in the text (provide examples)
**Note: Please create a typed version in your google folder for your Works Cited.  Whatever sources you use, including photos, must be properly cited in MLA format.  Please only use reputable sources (no Wikis, teacher sites, encyclopedias…you know the drill!).
II. Prepare a 15+ Minute Media Presentation (i.e. PPT, Prezi, video, etc.) of the tale that will tell your tale to the class, which includes the following:

1. Media presentations that is interesting and dynamic with graphics and/or pictures, etc.

2. Summary (handout) of the tale that includes the most important ideas (i.e. literary devices Chaucer uses!) 

3. Media presentations must include the information you are providing for questions #1-9 of the requirements above. 
4. Include engaging questions for class discussion, any class activity (you decide!)
III. Finding your Tale:

Directions: Design a PowerPoint presentation that will serve as the vehicle for sharing your final project with our class:

1) As you work on this presentation, try to make sure that the resources you include (hyperlinks to web sites, photos and images, sounds and music, or videos) contribute to helping your audience to grasp the meaning you are trying to convey. (In other words, don't just include animations, graphics, music, or sound effects just for fun—use them as tools!)

2) Try not to create a presentation just for the sake of the assignment. In other words, think about how PowerPoint can enhance the audience's experience with the content in ways that are not possible with other media. (For example, PowerPoint makes it easier to organize information, highlight key points using color, shape, and animation, etc.) 

3) There is no minimum number of slides, but it would be difficult to accomplish anything of substance in less than 5 slides.   Consider the time allotment for the presentation.

4) You must include at least one image or photo.  You want your presentation engaging! 


5) You may include special animations, backgrounds, effects, or transitions if you like, but they are not required.

6) Here are a few tips for creating successful PowerPoint presentations:
· Use contrasting colors (light backgrounds call for darker fonts, while dark backgrounds call for lighter colored fonts).
· Use at least 24-point font in presentations that will be viewed by a whole class.
· Do not use more than 2 different fonts on a slide.
· Do not put too many words on a slide. If you need to include more details, it is better to use additional slides.
· Try to be consistent with the style of designs and color schemes. 
· Images make it more interesting!
